LESSON PLANS 
Well-written lesson plans are a priority for designing an effective lesson.  You are required to write lesson 
plans weekly.  Lesson plans should be completed on E-Z Lesson Planner.  Plans should include the 
following:  DUE MONDAY 

• Objective/Standards 
• Activities 
• Assessment/Evaluation Instrument 
• Homework 

 

GRADES/GRADEBOOK 
• Post every Monday 
• Two (2) grades per week 
• Three (3) major grades per 9-weeks 

 

TEACHER EVALUATION 

Formal evaluation of teacher performance will occur at least twice per year.  An administrator will also 
make informal visits throughout the school year.  Homework should be made available on canvas and 
lesson plans available through the lesson plan procedures.
